Trinidad and Tobago in Washington, DC conducted its 
outreach program for Trinidad and Tobago nationals 

in Los Angeles, California. The Immigration team was 
also joined on this trip by His Excellency Dr. Neil  

Parsan, Ambassador of Trinidad and Tobago to the 

United States of America. 
 

The Immigration team was composed of Immigration 
Attachés Mr. Lennox De Leon and Mr. Stanley Hunte 

and Executive Assistant, Ms. Roxanne McNeil. They 
processed a total of 62 applications for the machine 

readable passport, 4 lost passport applications and 5 
passport extensions.
